First Step: Install apache and configure it to support PHP

Install apache_2.0.54-win32-x86-no_ssl.msi
Install apache into the directory: ‘D:\Apache2’ (Or choose one as you like)
Extract php-5.1.4-Win32.zip into ‘D:\php’ 
Find ‘D:\php’ and rename php.ini-dist to php.ini and copy ‘php.ini’ to ‘c:\windows’
Find ‘D:\php’ and copy php5ts.dll, libmysql.dll to ‘c:\windows\system32’ 

Configure httpd.conf of Apache
Open: ‘D:\Apache2\conf\httpd.conf’ with notepad  
Find DocumentRoot "D:/Apache2/htdocs" change it to your web directory, eg,
DocumentRoot "D:/htdocs" (where all the .html, .php files are stored )
Find ‘DirectoryIndex index.html index.html.var’ add ‘index.htm index.php’ from behind

Find the line ‘#LoadModule ssl_module modules/mod_ssl.so’
Add’ LoadModule php5_module d:/php/php5apache2.dll’ in the next line
where ‘d:/php/php5apache2.dll’ is where the php5apache2.dll is located.

Find the line ‘AddType application/x-gzip .gz .tgz’ 
Add ‘AddType application/x-httpd-php .php’ in the next line.

Now, php configuration is successfully done. 
Create the following ‘test.php’ file in you web directory(eg: D:/htdocs)
<?php 

echo phpinfo(); 

?>
Restart Apache service

Open ‘http://127.0.0.1/test.php’ using browser to see the configuration information of php.

Second Step: Install Mysql 
Extract mysql 4.1.14-win32.zip, run setup.exe, follow the instruction and at last set a password for the ‘root’ user such as ‘123456’
Third Step: Connect Mysql with Php

Find ‘php.ini’ file in ‘c:\windows’ and open it with notepad.


Find extension_dir = "./" , change it into extension_dir = "d:/php/ext" (where ‘d:/php’ is your php installment directory)
Find ‘;extension=php_mysql.dll’, delete ‘;’ change it into ‘extension=php_mysql.dll’
Find ‘;session.save_path = "/tmp"’ delete ‘;’
Change it into session.save_path = "D:/php/session_temp"; (where ‘d:/php’ is your php installment directory)

Restart apache services,

Create the following ‘testdb.php’ file in you web directory(eg: D:/htdocs)

<?php 
$link=mysql_connect('localhost','root','123456');
if(!$link) echo "fail";
else echo "success";
mysql_close();
?>
Open ‘http://127.0.0.1/testdb.php’ using browser. If the output is ‘success’, then php is now connected to mysql.
